Order of Baptism

Pastor: Members and friends in Christ, we gather now to celebrate the gift of grace in
the sacrament of baptism.

People:  There is one body and one Spirit. There is one hope in God's call to us.

Pastor: There is one Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and Creator of us all. Jesus
came to John to be baptized by him. But John tried to make him change his
mind. “I ought to be baptized by you,” John said, “yet you have come to me!”

People:  Jesus said,” Let it be so for now. For in this way we shall do all that God
requires.” So John agreed.

Pastor: As soon as Jesus was baptized, he came up out of the water. Then heaven was
opened to him, and he saw the Spirit of God coming down like a dove and
lighting on him.

People:  Then a voice said from heaven, “This is my beloved son, in whom I am
well pleased.”

Pastor: Baptism is the sacrament through which we are united to Jesus Christ. It is
the outward and visible sign of an invisible event. It shows the death of self,
and the rising to a life of obedience and praise. It also shows the pouring out
of the Holy Spirit. In baptism, God works in us the power of forgiveness, the
renewal of the spirit, and the knowledge of the call to be God's people always.

People:  This is the water of baptism. Out of this water we rise with new life,
forgiven of sin and one in Christ, members of Christ's body.

“Padre José”

iEs el Dia del Padre! Hablemos de José, el esposo de Maria y el hombre que resucit6 a Jesus. Muchas gracias a
los escritos del Dr. Herbert Lockyer sobre José. Primero-- Mateo 1:18-19 “Y asi fue el Nacimiento de Jesucristo.
Cuando Maria su madre estaba desposada con José, antes de que se juntaran, se hallé que habia concebido del
Espiritu Santo; y su marido José, como era hombre justo y no queria avergonzarla, resolvio divorciarse de ella
discretamente”.

Tenga en cuenta dos cosas: aunque no estaban casados, solo estaban comprometidos. Era un acuerdo vinculante
entre personas que en aquellos dias ya se consideraban marido y mujer. La infidelidad se consideraba adulterio
y solo podia disolverse mediante la muerte o el divorcio. Algunas traducciones usan la palabra comprometidos,
algunas dicen comprometidos, otras dicen comprometidos el uno con el otro.

En segundo lugar, José no estaba dispuesto a exponer a Maria a la desgracia publica, por lo que se divorciaria de
ella discretamente. Otro hombre podria haber estado tan enojado que lo habria hecho publico, avergonzandola
frente a todos sus amigos, familiares y vecinos. Pero no José. El nombre José significa "Que Dios agregue". Era
un hombre justo, un hombre recto y, obviamente, un hombre que perdonaba. A través de la educacion de Jesus
por parte de José, Dios afiadié al mundo a nuestro salvador. “Que Dios agregue”.

Por supuesto que sabemos como el angel se le acercé en un suefio y le dijo: "José, hijo de David", detente ahi por
un momento. El capitulo 1 de Mateo enumera toda la genealogia de José y si, desciende del rey David. Pero ¢l
no es un rey, solo un carpintero de oficio. “José, hijo de David, no temas recibir a Maria tu mujer, porque lo que
en ella es engendrado, del Espiritu Santo es; ella dard a luz un hijo y llamaras su nombre Jesus, porque ¢l salvara
a su pueblo de sus pecados”.

Entonces José se despertd e hizo lo que el dngel del Sefior le habia ordenado. Tomo a su esposa, pero no la
conocio hasta que ella tuvo un hijo; y llamoé su nombre Jesus. La Biblia no da muchos detalles sobre José, pero
debid haber estudiado las Escrituras y estaba familiarizado con lo que habia dicho el profeta Isaias Isaias 7:14
“Por tanto, el Sefior mismo os dard una sefial. He aqui una joven concebird y dara a luz un hijo y llamaré su
nombre Emanuel, que significa "Dios con nosotros".

José protegio a su pequeia familia de Herodes que queria matar a todos los bebés varones nacidos en ese
momento. Herodes habia oido lo que dijeron los magos sobre el rey de los judios. Mate. El capitulo 2 cuenta
como llegaron a Herodes para preguntar, y eso lo desatd. Llamo a todos sus principales sacerdotes y escribas
para saber donde naceria este niflo, y cuando dijeron “Belén”, dijo a los magos: “Id y buscad diligentemente al
nifio y cuando lo encontréis, avisadme. para que pueda ir y adorarlo”.

Pero a los magos se les advirtido en suefios que volvieran a casa por otro camino. No iban a participar en el
asesinato de este precioso nifio. James Taylor lo canta: “A casa por otro camino”. Solo leeré un poco. v. 1 y 2
(Alguna vez has seguido en la vida el mismo camino anterior y un dia algo te dice que vayas por un camino
diferente, que des un salto de fe y pruebes algo nuevo? Escuche ese empujon y pruébelo con lo que sabe de la
Biblia, su guia. A casa por otro camino.

José tuvo otro suefio en este momento, el angel del Sefior le dijo en Mateo 2:13: “Levantate, toma al nifio y a su
madre, y huye a Egipto, y quédate alli hasta que yo te diga; porque Herodes est4 a punto de buscar al nifio para
destruirlo”. El padre José¢ es obediente, se van. Y alli permanecen hasta que muere Herodes.

Mateo 2:19 “Pero cuando muri6 Herodes, he aqui un angel del Sefior se aparecio en suefios a José y le dijo:
Levantate, toma al nifio y a su madre, y vete a la tierra de Israel”. Estos viajes no fueron una tarea facil:



atravesaron montafias y desiertos en busca de agua y comida. Vivir al aire libre debié ser como un eterno
campamento. jEstas personas eran duras!

Entonces van a Nazaret y José es carpintero. Pareceria que también ensei6 a Jesus el oficio. Inferimos eso porque
dice en Marcos capitulo 6 que Jesus ensefiaba en la sinagoga, y muchos que lo oian se asombraban, diciendo:
“;De donde saco éste todo esto? ;Cudl es la sabiduria que se le ha dado? Qué maravillas realizan sus manos!
(No es éste el carpintero, hijo de Maria y hermano de Santiago, José, Judas y Simén, y sus hermanas aqui con
nosotros? Y se sintieron ofendidos.

Asi José, el carpintero, enseildé también a su hijo. ;(No es esto lo que hacen los buenos padres? Ensefian todo lo
que sus hijos necesitan para la vida. Por cierto, ;notaste esa lista de los medio hermanos y medias hermanas de
Jestis? Era el mayor y el Gnico nacido de una virgen, concebido por obra del Espiritu Santo. Los hermanos
también fueron criados por Maria y José. Interesante, ;eh?

(Qué tienen en comun los padres de hoy con el padre Joseph? El padre amoroso y activo de Jesis—Muchos
padres hoy en dia estan criando hijos que no son sus hijos bioldgicos. ;Como lo hicieron? ;Qué les impulsa a
tratarlos como si fueran “sus propios” hijos? Yo digo que es Amor. Asi como José amaba tanto a Maria que no
la avergonzaria publicamente, asi los padres de hoy aman tanto a sus esposas que el amor se derrama también
sobre sus hijos. T lo has visto y yo también.

La familia no siempre es bioldgica. Conoces a personas que se retinen con la familia de su ex o con la familia de
su conyuge fallecido. A veces las experiencias que compartimos con amigos nos acercan mas a ellos que a nuestra
propia familia bioldgica. Por eso, en el Dia de la Madre y el Dia del Padre debemos detenernos y pensar en todos
aquellos en nuestras vidas que nos han criado o engendrado.

Lo ultimo que escuchamos del padre José es en Lucas 2:41-51, donde Jesus se habia quedado en Jerusalén a la
edad de 12 afios y sus padres estaban preocupados por €l. Cuando lo encontraron en el templo sentado con los
maestros, quedaron asombrados. Elv. 51 dice: “Descendio6 con ellos y vino a Nazaret y les obedecio”.

Los eruditos dicen que José debe haber muerto antes de que Jesus estuviera en la Cruz, convirtiendo a Jesus, el
hijo mayor, en el cabeza de familia. En la cruz, Jesus se preocupd por Maria y se la entregd a Juan. Dice en Juan
19:26-27: “Cuando Jests vio a su madre, y al discipulo a quien amaba, que estaba cerca, dijo a su madre: Mujer,
ahi tienes a tu hijo”. Y luego dijo al discipulo: "Ahi tienes a tu madre". Y desde entonces el discipulo la recibi6
en su casa.

Entonces. aunque a veces pueda parecer que José era el hombre olvidado, 1o honramos en este Dia del Padre, por
su amor a su familia. Su sentido del juego limpio, su proteccion y crianza del nifio Jesus, y principalmente por su
aceptacion del cumplimiento de las Escrituras en este nifio que crid. Gracias Padre José por todo lo que hizo por
nuestro Salvador. Amén.
